**Paperwork Nightmare? OSHA Inks Emergency Response Proposal That Piles It On!

If you like paperwork, you’ll “love” the upcoming Emergency Response proposed rule. According to the fine print, OSHA proposes to toss out three paperwork burdens. Yet, it will tack on over 25 new ones! While the proposal is not in the Federal Register yet, you can read the unofficial version on OSHA’s website. Be sure to peek at the “Proposed Information Collection Requirements” starting on page 544.
NEWS UPDATE: The “Emergency Response Standard” proposed rule appeared in the February 5, 2024, Federal Register, on pages 7774 to 8023 of the pdf version. The “Proposed Information Collection Requirements” section of the preamble to the proposal begins on page 7999 in the third column. OSHA seeks comments on the proposed rule by May 6, 2024, for Docket No. OSHA-2007-0073. The agency also says it will schedule an informal public hearing on the proposal if requested during the comment period, and, if such a hearing is requested, further notification will be announced in the Federal Register.
On December 18, the Office of Management and Budget gave OSHA the green light to publish the proposal in the Federal Register. Days later, OSHA issued a news release announcing that the proposal would appear in the Federal Register in January. At the same time, the agency posted a pre-publication version of the proposed rule on its “Emergency Response Rulemaking” webpage.
Stakeholders will have 90 days to comment in Docket No. OSHA-2007-0073, when the proposal appears in the Federal Register.
SCOPE OF PROPOSED 29 CFR 1910.156
"Emergency responders are critical workers in all of our communities, and they deserve protections that keep up with today's industry practices," said OSHA head Doug Parker. "We are proposing much-needed updates that will expand protections for emergency workers and bring our standards closer to common industry procedures."
The proposal, if finalized, would modernize 1910.156, Fire Brigades. The standard would be renamed “Emergency Response” and expand coverage to emergency responders, such as:
· Firefighters,
· Emergency medical service providers, and
· Technical search and rescue workers.
The new 1910.156 would not apply to:
· Employers performing disaster site cleanup or recovery duties following natural disasters;
· Activities covered by 1910.120, Hazardous Waste Operations and Emergency Response (HAZWOPER); or
· Activities covered by 1910.146, Permit-Required Confined Spaces.
The scope of OSHA’s standard would:
· Be expanded to include a range of hazards that emergency responders encounter,
· Align the standard with the Federal Emergency Management Agency’s (FEMA’s) National Response Framework, and
· Modernize the standard to bring it in line with consensus standards issued by the National Fire Protection Association (NFPA).

OTHER REGULATIONS IMPACTED
In addition, the proposal pulls other regulations into the fold:
· 1910.6, Incorporation by Reference;
· 1910.120, Hazardous Waste Operations and Emergency Response;
· 1910.134, Respiratory Protection;
· 1910.155, Scope, Application and Definitions Applicable to This Subpart;
· 1910.157, Portable Fire Extinguishers;
· 1910.158, Standpipe and Hose Systems; and
· 1910.159, Automatic Sprinkler Systems.
PAPERWORK BURDENS
Despite concerns raised years ago by small business about the cost and time commitments of the draft standard, the latest proposal would remove three but add over 25 new “information collection requirements.” Specifically, OSHA proposes to eliminate existing language under:
· 1910.156(b)(1) that requires employers to develop and maintain an organizational statement;
· 1910.156(b)(2) that requires employers to obtain a physician’s certificate of certain employees’ fitness to participate in fire brigade emergency activities; and
· 1910.156(c)(4) that requires the employer to inform fire brigade members about special hazards to which they may be exposed during fire/emergencies.
In place of these information requirements, OSHA’s proposed rule builds in collections for:

OSHA estimates that the proposed paperwork burdens will: [EDITOR’S NOTE: IT IS GENERALLY FELT THAT THIS IS A SERIOUS UNDERESTIMATE, BUT REAL NUMBERS NEED TO BE DEVELOPED, REASON MORE TIME BEYOND THE 90 DAY COMMENT PERIOD IS NEEDED.]
· Impact 22,551 entities,
· Take 3,896,719 hours in total each year to complete, and
· Cost a total of $106,502,463 annually.
That averages to 173 hours and $4,723 per year for each entity.
KEY TO REMEMBER
OSHA proposes to remove three but add over 25 paperwork burdens amounting to 173 hours per year per entity. The move is part of an upcoming Emergency Response proposal.

OSHA Takes Action To Limit Emergency Responder Injuries And Fatalities
	Michael Fraley – Fire Rescue One
The Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) recently announced plans to update the outdated and scope-limited Fire Brigades Standard, 29 CFR 1910.156. The proposed new standard will be titled “Emergency Response” and aims to include emergency responders, including fire departments, EMS agencies, and technical search and rescue teams. It will also govern responders who work other jobs in commercial or industrial settings but are activated as part of a Workplace Emergency Response Team when an incident occurs in the facility.
OSHA has published a notice of proposed rulemaking (NPRM) and is accepting comments until May 6, 2024. Comments are accepted from anyone in the general public, but it will be especially important for all stakeholders in EMS and other emergency services to review the document and provide input.
This article is a brief overview of many of the standards mentioned in the proposed rule and is not meant to be an exhaustive analysis of each section. The highlighted segments are included to portray the variety of areas the rule would cover and the significant work that may be required of some services to comply.
This article also will not explore the details of who is legally obligated to comply with OSHA standards. This varies from state to state and is complicated by a variety of factors. It should also be noted that in some circumstances, volunteer agencies may be covered by OSHA standards. Regardless of whether OHSA has legal authority over a particular state or service, there is an argument that they set a standard that could be indirectly applied to everyone. This may be particularly true after an incident has occurred and no other standard exists.
The general purpose of the proposed rule is to reduce emergency response team member injuries and fatalities. The NPRM document begins with an impressive section of statistics highlighting the dangers emergency responders face and the need for standards to reduce the impact of these injuries and deaths. The rule is specific to protecting responders and does not directly apply to medical care, outcomes or safety as they relate to patients.
SOME OF THE SPECIFIC SECTIONS OF THE PROPOSED STANDARD INCLUDE:
· Emergency response plan (ERP). Agencies will be required to have a written program to ensure they are prepared to respond to, and operate safely in, the emergency and non-emergency situations that are likely to occur in their primary response area. The ERP is intended to provide for the occupational safety and health of team members and encompass all aspects of emergency response, many of which are outlined below.
· Vulnerability assessment of hazards. Agencies must assess their primary response area to identify the types calls they may respond to. Resources in the plan must be matched to these hazards and the plan should identify mutual aid resources to be called when the agency cannot mitigate a particular hazard.
· ERP tiers, types and levels. The agency must identify the various tiers, types and levels of responders covered by the ERP. Several sections of the proposed standard require the agency to identify training, evaluation, qualifications, duties and capabilities of responders based on these terms. One size does not fit all.
· Team involvement with the plan. The Emergency Response Plan should be developed, implemented, reviewed and updated with involvement from team members. OSHA identifies that front-line responders have valuable insight into the work process particularly as it relates to safety.
· Medical and physical requirements. The proposed standard specifies that responders will be required to meet medical and physical requirements based on their type and level of service. This section is extensive and pays particular attention to cardiovascular health.
· Behavioral health and wellness resources. Agencies would be required to offer team members services that include diagnostic assessment, short-term counseling, crisis intervention and referral to additional resources. Records arising from any use of these resources must be kept confidential.
· Health and fitness program. Team members should have access to health and fitness programs that help them maintain fitness for duty and to prevent work-related illness.
· Training program. A comprehensive training program must be in place to include initial and ongoing training as well as skills checks at appropriate intervals. All training and assessments will be based on tiers, types and levels of providers employed. The program must detail instructor qualifications, member evaluation methods, and assurances that team members will not be tasked with duties until they demonstrate the skills and abilities to safely complete them.
· Facility safety. OSHA understands that fire and EMS responders spend significant time in stations between calls and requires that these facilities also be safe. The section details the need to provide adequate spaces to decontaminate, maintain and store PPE and other equipment separate from living quarters. It also lists requirements for fire alarms, sprinkler systems, carbon monoxide detectors and equipment to prevent vehicle exhaust from entering sleeping and living areas. And yes, they even set standards for fire pole safety.
· Personal protective equipment (PPE). Significant attention is paid to the provision of PPE to responders as well as training, testing, maintenance, cleaning and disposal of the supplies and equipment.
· Vehicle safety. Highlighting the high numbers of fire and EMS responders injured and killed in vehicle crashes, OSHA proposes broad-reaching standards related to maintenance, inspection and testing of vehicles. The standards also outline important benchmarks in training and operation of vehicles, and the policies that should be in place to cover both. OSHA even settles the debate about the proper name of a legendary fire prevention character when it highlights the need for procedures to ensure the safety of occupants that are not able to be belted in a seat. OSHA notes that mascots such as Smokey Bear may not be able to be seat belted in when riding on a vehicle in a parade! (Note they did not call him Smokey the Bear?)
· Incident Management System. To align with the National Response Framework, OSHA will expect Emergency Response Plans to contain language about implementation, training and use of the Incident Management System. An emphasis is placed on provider safety monitoring and reporting during incidents.
· Respiratory protection. Training, equipment and policies related to responder respiratory protection have long been a major area of concern for OSHA and the proposed Emergency Response standard will continue that emphasis.
· Communication. Language in the proposed rule encourages reliable communication between dispatch centers and responders including monitoring of on-scene radio transmissions to maintain safety and respond to any on-scene responder emergencies. The rule also calls for interoperability between mutual aid resources.
TWO OPPORTUNITIES
EMS agencies and fire departments have two important opportunities right now.
· Review the proposed standard, whether OSHA rules directly apply to you or not, and provide comments to help shape the document into something that will improve safe practices in our industry.
· Review your department’s current responder safety program and take steps to build the program so it will meet or even exceed the standard that this rule will bring.

OSHA’S EMERGENCY RESPONSE STANDARD UPDATE THREATENS VOLUNTEER FIRE DEPARTMENTS
	National Vol Fire Council
On December 21, the Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) announced that it will issue a Notice of Proposed Rulemaking (NPRM) to modernize the agency’s “Fire Brigades” standard. This standard was first published and last updated in 1980.
This proposed updated standard would issue several new requirements that would be very burdensome, and in many cases impossible, for volunteer fire departments to comply with. Specifically, there would be prohibitively restrictive standards on physical exams, the purchase of new equipment, and the formation of emergency plans that exceed the staffing capabilities of many volunteer departments.
The proposed updated standard was published in the Federal Register on February 5, and public comments are being accepted until May 6. The National Volunteer Fire Council will be filing comments on this proposed rule and encourages members of the volunteer fire service community to submit their own comments and request a public hearing on this proposed standard.
Access the text of this rule and instructions on how to file comments here. Additionally, OSHA Region 1 Training Institute Education Center recently conducted a webinar providing an overview of what’s in the standard and some of the impacts it would have on volunteers.

If Congress does not act, AFG and SAFER grants will cease to exist on September 30. The next big opportunity Congress has to pass legislation to save AFG and SAFER will be any funding bill they assemble before the current government funding deadline of March 8.

Lithium-Ion Batteries To Blame For Marble Hill Fire That Injured 10 People, FDNY Says 
Lithium-ion batteries were to blame for a fast-moving fire that injured at least 10 people, including six firefighters, Monday in New York City's Marble Hill neighborhood, the FDNY says. Residents became trapped in their homes just before 2 p.m., as black smoke and flames billowed from the building on Marble Hill Avenue and West 225th Street. "Just like wildfire, it didn't stop," said Gina Christoforatos. The fire started under the ground floor stairwell of the 4-story building. Within seconds, flames spread to the roof. "These old style buildings with the wooden staircase, you get a decent amount of fire going, a nice fire load, shoots right up," said FDNY Chief Malcolm Moore. The FDNY deemed the fire suspicious and is investigating the cause. The chief on scene said they found several e-bikes being stored where the fire started.
Lithium-Ion Battery Construction: Firefighters Should Know The Differences – Share this article with your firefighters!

Lithium ion (Li-ion) batteries are becoming extremely popular. They can be found in many consumer electronics, e-mobility devices and electric vehicles.
Most firefighters are aware that Li-ion batteries can be hazardous; however, many do not realize that Li-ion is a fairly generic term. There are multiple types of Li-ion chemistries as well as different types of cell constructions. Basic understanding of battery cell chemistry and construction will help firefighters when failures result in fires.
BATTERY CELLS AND MODULES
A battery cell is the smallest part inside a battery pack. Inside of the battery cell are layers of film that provide the chemistry needed to supply an electrical charge. The materials inside the cell use different chemicals and are typically only 3-4 volts.
Battery cells are typically packaged into three different types of containers:
1. Cylindrical cells have the layers of film rolled up and positioned inside a hard (typically steel) outer shell. They are very similar to the size and appearance of a AA battery and can be bigger than a D battery. One of the most common sizes is currently an 18650 battery (18mm diameter x 65mm long). Tesla has started using the 4680 battery (46mm diameter x 65mm long).
2. Prismatic cells are square/rectangular containers that have a hard outer shell. The layers of film inside the shell are stacked and roughly the same size as the box that they are inside of. They are typically very durable and heavier than other types of cells.
3. Pouch (polymer) cells are very similar to prismatic cells, but the layers of film are packaged inside of a soft or flexible outer shell. These types of cells will slightly expand as the battery cell is charged and slightly contract when the battery cell discharges. These cells are prone to swelling if they fail.
A battery module is a case that contains multiple battery cells linked together to provide a higher voltage. The number of battery cells and voltage depend purely on the size of the device the module is powering. Smaller products (e.g., cell phones) might only contain a single battery cell. A larger product could contain a battery module. The number of modules in a device depends on the size of device they are powering. For example, an e-bike may only have one or two modules, while some electric vehicles could have 10 or more.
BATTERY CELL CHEMISTRY
There is a misconception that Li-ion batteries contain pure lithium metal. While there are lithium metal batteries on the market, they are typically not rechargeable. Lithium metal is highly reactive, which is why they are not used for rechargeable products. Further, this is one of the many reasons that a Class D fire extinguisher will not stop a thermal runaway. Rechargeable batteries use different types of Li-ion battery chemistries with some of the more popular chemistries listed below.

BATTERY CELL FAILURES MODES
A battery cell can fail due to mechanical damage, an electrical short, thermal damage from abnormal operation (i.e., improper charging) or thermal damage from an external source. If the cells heat up for any reason, they can catastrophically fail at a relatively low temperature. The temperature threshold is different for every type of Li-ion battery chemistry.
Signs a battery cell is about to fail include off-gassing, hissing, popping and/or heat buildup. When the cell fails, it gives off a tremendous amount of heat (1,200 degrees F) in tenths of a second. The failure is an exothermic chemical reaction that does not require oxygen from the atmosphere. This is because most chemistries contain oxygen within the chemical makeup.
FOR FIREFIGHTERS
Having the basic knowledge of battery construction is very similar to studying building construction. It will help significantly when analyzing hazards and deciding the best tactics to move forward with at an incident.
The size and number of cells in a battery will give a rough indication of the voltage inside that battery. An e-scooter, for instance, has a voltage of 24-48 while an electric vehicle is at 300-800. Finding a damaged battery can be hazardous, but a small e-mobility device is far less hazardous when compared to a fully electric vehicle.
If the battery is on fire, your strategy will be based on the size of the battery. A thermal runaway in a smaller battery will finish fairly quick, while a large electric vehicle battery can burn for a much longer time. As firefighters, we must always continue to train and learn as new technology and products become available to the public.
THE FUTURE OF BATTERIES
Battery technology is advancing at a fast pace. The chemistries used today will likely be different in 5 to 10 years. Ideally these advancements will lead to safer battery cells that are less sensitive to heat and won’t fail catastrophically when mechanically damaged. One thing to remember, even when such advancements are made, firefighters will still face fires related to legacy consumer electronics, e-mobility devices and electric vehicles that pose the risks we are dealing with today.
Fire Might Have Smoldered For Days At Lewis County Solar Bank
A small fire at a Lewis County solar bank may have been smoldering for days. It's in the town of New Bremen and fire crews were called there Tuesday. Clear Path Energy says it experienced electrical short, and safety mechanisms acted the way they were supposed to resulting in some arcing and charring of equipment. The fire department was called to make sure things were fine. The system has been de-energized while the company figures out what happened. The solar project does not have batteries on site.

**Suit Challenges Fire District’s Budget Increase
	Curt Varone
A tax increase that more than doubled the budget of a fire district in New York, is being challenged by four taxpayers who claim the district failed to comply with the law. Crystal Myers, Beth Salisbury, Eric Pappa and Vicki Parvese filed suit against the Richland Fire District in Oswego County Supreme Court.
The complaint contends that the fire district approved a budget for 2024 in the amount of $180,000. The 2023 budget was $86,375. While New York law does not prohibit such budget increases, it requires several extra procedural steps be done for increases that exceed 2% or the rate of inflation, whichever is higher.  When making increases over the statutory cap, the district was supposed to notify the New York State Comptroller in advance, notify taxpayers of the proposed increase, prepare a resolution to support the increase, and get a 60% taxpayer vote in favor of the increase [this is a mis-statement and not what is stated in the actual petition] [not the case for fire districts: only requires a resolution approved by 60% of the total voting power of such body (board of fire commissioners) to override such limit for such coming fiscal year!! GML Section 3-C (5).]
The suit alleges the fire district did none of that, and that as a result the increase is illegal. The suit is asking the court to issue an order prohibiting the district from spending the $93,625 increase, and requiring the funds be put into an interest-bearing account until a further determination can be made. Here is a link to the laws in question: New York Consolidated Laws, Town Law – TWN § 181. Annual budget and levy of taxes and General Municipal (GMU) CHAPTER 24, ARTICLE 2, SECTION 3-C Limit upon real property tax levies by local governments.
Our colleague Brad Pinsky represents the fire district and provided the following comment:
· The Statute does not offer a private right of action to any citizen. Instead, the statute provides the State Comptroller with a remedy to investigate. Therefore, we will be arguing that the Petition should be dismissed as no taxpayer has a private right to commence a lawsuit. Standing is a critical issue to any case, and is typically the first issue to be considered by a court. We do not believe that the taxpayers have standing to commence this action.

STEP INTO THE CHIEF’S OFFICE
**5 Firefighter Safety Issues We Shouldn’t Still Be Talking About
	Robert Avsec
“A Little Less Talk and a Lot More Action” was a popular 1993 song by country music performer Toby Keith. Hard to believe that it’s been 30 years.
It’s also hard to believe that there are still firefighter health and safety issues of roughly the same age that garner so much discussion even today
It’s time we take definitive action on each of the following issues so we. During the 30 or more years that some of the problems listed below have been on the fire service radar, how many firefighters have been killed or injured? How many firefighters have had their lives or careers ruined? How many millions of taxpayer dollars have been used to settle lawsuits? can finally, once and for all, stop debating and instead focus our energy on emerging safety issues.
5. SEATBELT USE IN FIRE APPARATUS
Why are firefighters still not buckling up 100% of the time when the vehicle they’re in is in motion? I don’t get it and neither does Dr. Burt Clark, who first began championing the effort to get firefighters to buckle up back 2006. Clark created the National Fire Service Seatbelt Pledge following the death of Firefighter Brian Hunton, who died after falling from his fire truck on the way to a call.
4. ON-SCENE ACCOUNTABILITY
Firefighter accountability has been a key component of NFPA 1500: Standard for Fire Department Occupational Safety and Health Program since its initial adoption in 1988 (currently in its 2021 edition). I wrote about this issue back in 2017, arguing that, “Changing from an active to a passive system might solve the persistent issue of lack of accountability as a contributing cause to firefighter LODDs.”
Six years later, why are so many fire departments still not using a personnel accountability system? Why are many fire departments still using manual (i.e., active) personnel accountability systems that require the incident commander and individual firefighters and officers to act (e.g., bringing a “cow tag” or “passport” to the IC) when they arrive at an emergency? Haven’t we passed such antiquated methods?
Automation has played a crucial role in optimizing various processes for practically every industry. While many of these are meant to streamline business tasks and cut costs, there are some that provide even more intangible value, seeing as they have the potential to save lives, like those of firefighters! Cloud-based accountability systems bypass the first failure point of active systems by ensuring every firefighter is automatically entered in the system without disrupting the normal flow of activity on scene.
3. WEARING PROPER PPE
It’s still relatively commonplace to see pictures and videos on social media, and even in print, where firefighters are not wearing all their PPE, wearing it improperly, or not wearing it at all while actively engaged in emergency scene tasks. Why are incident commanders not unyielding in their enforcement of contaminant exposure control (CEC) measures once firefighters exit the hazard area?
In an article earlier this year, “‘Risk a little to save a lot’: A new look at an old mantra,” I posed the question: Is it time to reconsider the levels of risk in light of everything we now know about the exposure risks we face on the fireground? Six months after that article was posted, I submit that we are long past the time to “reconsider” the efficacy of CEC – it’s time to act.
2. CONDUCTING 360 SIZE-UPS AT STRUCTURE FIRES
We continue to see firefighters initiating an aggressive interior fire attack before the first-arriving firefighter or officer has completed a size-up of all four sides of the building using a thermal imaging camera. Why?
For too many fire departments, the default mode of fire suppression is an aggressive interior fire attack. Yet, the fire behavior research that’s been conducted by UL and NIST should have already influenced fire departments to replace that paradigm with one that focuses on controlling the flow path and employing a transitional fire attack, as promoted by the International Society of Fire Service Instructors (ISFSI), 9 years ago.
1. FIRE SERVICE CULTURE
Surprised? You shouldn’t be. Apologies to political strategist James Carville who coined the slogan, “It’s the economy, stupid!” when serving as a presidential campaign advisor. For today’s fire service, this might sound like this: “It’s the culture, stupid!”
If you look back over the previous four items, it should be clear that the persistent state of the fire service culture is the common denominator. It’s why firefighters don’t wear seatbelts, it’s why fire departments don’t use personnel accountability systems, it’s why incident commanders don’t enforce CEC, and it’s why 360 size-ups are not conducted on all structure fires before fire suppression operations begin.
In 2004, representatives of the of the major fire service constituencies gathered in Tampa, Florida, for the first Firefighter Safety Summit. These leaders recognized the power of culture when they made Culture Change #1 of the 16 Firefighter Life Safety Initiatives. So, why do we still have so many issues rooted in fire service culture approximately 20 years later?
Dr. Clark wrote in his 2016 book, “I Can’t Save You But I’ll Die Trying: The American Fire Culture”:
Society needs to change how it thinks and feels about fire death. When a civilian is killed by fire, it is not an act of God, and when a firefighter is killed, it is not part of the job. When there is a fire death something went wrong. We must change to an Automatic Fire Protection Culture in the 21st century.”
Dr. Clark later changed the title of his book in a subsequent printing. The new name: “I Can’t Save You And Don’t Want to Die Trying: American Fire Culture.” When asked why, he explained:
It has taken me six years to find the courage to change the title of my book. It may not be courage; it may be coming to grips with my own mortality. The reality is I have fewer years in front of me than behind me. Being brave and courageous is not in my control. Telling my truth is.”
Dr. Clark also changed the original cover photo, which showed the National Fallen Firefighters Memorial. “I struggled with that image then, what message does it send?” Clark said, adding, “Most people, even in the fire service, will not recognize the picture on the cover of this new edition. It is the rock to commemorate the National Fire Academy campus dedication on Oct. 8, 1979, in Emmitsburg, Maryland. The inscription on the rock is a phrase from Public Law 93-498-Oct. 29, 1974, creating the NFA, “to advance the professional development of fire service personnel and others engaged in fire prevention and control.”
In my mind, Dr. Clark is a microcosm of the larger macro shift needed in fire service culture. Like the good doctor, we can change on an individual level. But research has shown that true cultural change happens when a large enough group adopts a new “normal” that replaces the current “normal.” And how does that happen?
In a study from 2016, Situational Pressures that Influence Firefighters’ Decision Making about Personal Protective Equipment: A Qualitative Analysis, Maglio and colleagues found two factors that heavily influence a firefighter’s ability to adopt a new normal: individual will and organizational solidarity. When fire department leaders regularly provide good training and education regarding acceptable safety practices and the potential risks associated with firefighting, they strengthen a firefighter’s individual will. They also found that organizational solidarity was a powerful tool for showing that a firefighter’s leaders promote and embrace the organization’s safety policies.

FINAL THOUGHTS
This list, though not all-inclusive—is about the common safety issues that should be no-brainers at this point. We’ve been talking and writing about these five safety issues for too many years. That reality is borne out by how many times these issues continue to show up in media reports, on social media, and in NIOSH LODD reports – even though we have identified the problems and developed solutions and have had them for many years. We just don’t act on them.
SPECIFYING NEW APPARATUS
Editor’s Opinion | Do We Need to Customize?

I guess the better title for this column would be, “How much do we need to customize?” or “How much on a new rig needs to be customized?”
We’re coming up on 10 years since we began planning our current rescue truck, and I recall not arguing with but discussing with a newer apparatus purchasing committee (APC) member, who is also about eight years younger than I am, what manufacturer to use. This was the first rescue truck committee he sat on.
He had a preferred manufacturer. The two most recent rescues we owned were built by Saulsbury Fire Apparatus, a company known for building specialized rigs and known for being able to do some unique things in terms of customization. These were the rigs I knew, and it was a no-brainer for me to go with a manufacturer that would provide us with the customization we needed. Our equipment cache required it. The other APC member didn’t agree.
So, we went back and forth, not in a heated fashion. We disagreed on that point in the beginning, but he changed his mind over time. That’s not to say I was right and he was wrong—the committee could have easily gone the other way. But he began to recognize that in our case, we were going to need some custom compartmentation, and there are some companies that are more suited to providing that than others.
But, that was 2015 and 2016. Now the fire service is at a point where we are still seeing long lead times as manufacturers work to build out their backlogs. Customization might not be as high on the list of priorities at this point.
Fire departments must ask themselves if fully custom rigs are the priority in this purchasing climate and realize that there are options to getting rigs at a more attractive price point and lead time if they are willing to forego some of the customization they are used to.
I’m not suggesting that departments make wholesale changes to their purchasing procedures or their specs. Every fire department has unique first-due characteristics that require a certain level of apparatus designs specific to them. But, in the interest of keeping trucks in service and maintaining a level of service to your communities, exploring all options is critical.
Program or stock vehicles are ways departments can save money on rigs and get them sooner, but only if they are onboard with giving up customization for the time being. Everything with fire apparatus specification is a tradeoff. For more compartment space, you might have to live with a longer vehicle. For a lower hosebed, you might have to live with a smaller booster tank—especially if you are restricted by how long a truck you can have because of station space constraints. And, in the current purchasing environment in the interest of upgrading units in your fleet, you might have to live with a new rig that doesn’t exactly meet your typical spec—for the time being.
The answer to the question posed by this column is yes, we do need to customize. Unless our spec matches a program/stock vehicle, we have to customize it to meet our spec. The harder questions to answer are, to what extent should we customize and can we maintain operational efficiency if we do not customize? Right now, it is imperative that departments determine if they can—for the short term—not customize for the sake of getting a new rig sooner. If a stock or program can work operationally for your department and your need for a new apparatus is urgent, then these vehicles are viable alternatives until things stabilize.
As it turned out back in 2016, the rescue we bought did have some very customized compartments for the equipment we carry. And, that young APC member who once asked, “How much really needs to be custom?” was responsible for laying them out. He spent many hours at the manufacturer ensuring all equipment was mounted in a logical manner and walking the manufacturer through what we needed on the custom end of things. That was then. This is now.

POSITIVE IDEAS THAT MIGHT WORK FOR OTHERS:
· Four days after receiving the grenade like device, Harrell was called to the scene of a fire in St. Paul Park and used the device to help contain a kitchen fire in a two-story house. After locating the source of the Feb. 19 fire, Harrell pulled the device’s two pins and threw it in a side door that had been pried open.
The device sprays an aerosol mixture that helps suffocate the flames. “You have eight seconds before it detonates,” he said. “I pulled the pins, threw it in the room and shut the door. You have to seal up the room so no oxygen gets in.”
The device helped “slow the fire down quite a bit and kept it from getting worse,” St. Paul Park Fire Chief Michael Kramer said at a news conference on Tuesday morning.
It is believed to be the first time one of the devices has been used at a fire in Minnesota, Washington County Sheriff Dan Starry said.
· On March 8, Vancouver (BC) Fire Chief Karen Fry said the department would begin transitioning to firefighter personal protective equipment (PPE) that was devoid of the polyfluoroalkyl substances, which reasearchers have linked to cancer in firefighters. Chief Fry claimed the department was the first in North America to make the change

CHALLENGES:
Embracing Change: The Transition To NERIS For Incident Reporting

In the fire academy, I doubt any candidate firefighter is excited or intrigued about incident reporting. And beyond the academy, many firefighters see incident reports as nothing more than a chore, a first cousin to taking out the fire station trash. However, in a data-driven world, it is imperative that fire and EMS organizations have timely and accurate information at their fingertips. This information allows fire departments to properly allocate resources, understand their community’s risk, and assess the performance of response units.
A SHIFT IN CULTURE
It is time for our attitude and cultures to change. “America Burning,” published over 50 years ago, highlighted the need for information to combat public apathy and governmental rigidity in allocating resources to fire and other emergency needs. While our existing incident reporting system tries to collect information relevant to emergency risk, the demands and risk of our industry mandate change and adaptation.
ENTER NERIS
In May 2023, the U.S. Fire Administration, Department of Homeland Security Science and Technology Directorate, and UL’s Fire Safety Research Institute entered a contract to develop a new emergency response information system for our country. This system, the National Emergency Response Information System (NERIS), will replace the existing reporting system and be the premier source of information for our nation’s emergency responders.
Obtaining incident information will always rely on a firefighter who understands the need and takes the time to properly input the situations encountered and what firefighters did to solve the specific problem. The good news: NERIS is designed with the firefighter as the top priority. Through augmentation and automation of data, leveraging geospatial technology, NERIS is being developed to reduce data entry burdens on firefighters. The variables that are entered by firefighters also reflect a more robust set of modern values. Incident types, actions taken and other information have been systematically refreshed to ensure that the questions we’re asking of firefighters have real-world value.
IMPLEMENTATION AND BENEFITS
NERIS will require a major update to the current records management system software, or alternatively, the use of a free app for collecting incident data. Once the new system is in place, it will be able to integrate information from the computer-aided dispatch (CAD) system. This integration will enable a comprehensive “story” of each incident, from the moment the call is received to when the last fire company departs from the scene.
The primary beneficiary of this transformational project is the local fire department. The system will provide basic analytics and reports to local fire departments, an offering that is likely to grow over time. This information and analytics will be the first time that some of our country’s 27,000-plus fire departments have seen a dividend from any of the data they’ve submitted. Furthermore, the design of the system will make information available much quicker – in “near real-time” – for the state, regional and federal agencies also using it to understand the character of risk and response.
PREPARING FOR THE TRANSITION
NERIS isn’t a pipe dream, nor an abstract project slated for completion a decade from now. The system is charging full steam ahead to replace NFIRS in late 2025.
For your fire department, the time is now to start asking questions and considering how you’ll want to transition to the incident reporting process. Some important steps include:
· Designate a point of contact: This should be someone who is very familiar with the existing software(s) you’re using and who isn’t planning on retiring in the near future.
· Evaluate current software: Determine what software you currently use and whether that company, if appropriate, is preparing to transition to the new NERIS setup.
· Understand your geography: Gather information regarding your department’s geography. Your response boundaries and other special geospatial elements are important to NERIS since it can help determine your performance and risk.
· Familiarize with operational details: Make sure your point of contact is properly familiar with the operating details of your organization. NERIS will include information on the baseline resources and operational framework for your fire department, making it important that this person understands many details of your agency.
A SIGNIFICANT LEAP FORWARD
The transition to NERIS represents a significant leap forward in the way we approach incident reporting. By embracing this change, we can ensure that our fire departments are equipped with the tools they need to effectively respond to emergencies and protect our communities.

**Minimizing Over-the-Road Accidents

If you were alive in 1968, you might remember the phrase “You’ve Come a Long Way, Baby.” It was an advertising slogan for a brand of cigarettes. Having personally ridden the back step of fire apparatus in the 1970s and in the early 80s and having seen how far that the U.S. fire service has come since the NFPA required four-door enclosed cabs in 1991, that slogan surely fits today’s fire apparatus as it relates to vehicle and firefighter safety.
FDNY was an early leader in this safety effort, requiring four-door enclosed cabs after the riots in the late 60s, to prevent members from being struck by objects that were thrown by rioters, not to mention protection from gunfire. Some two decades later, the NFPA made it a requirement in NFPA 1901: Standard for Automotive Fire Apparatus.
Custom enclosed cabs today have roll cages as an integral part of their design to protect firefighters during rollover.
FDNY further strengthened its apparatus specifications by requiring a steel reinforced front bumper to prevent intrusion into the cab during apparatus accidents to protect personnel in the front of the cab.
BRAKING
Apparatus has gotten faster (higher horsepower engines) and heavier (increased axle capacity). Along with that came a need for enhanced braking. The 1991 revision of NFPA 1901 required that every apparatus that weighs more than 33,000 lbs. must be equipped with an auxiliary braking system.
FDNY, using technology in conjunction with Seagrave, Telma (drive shaft, gearbox and drive axle retarders) and anti-lock braking systems, sought to have skid-free braking, including via an auxiliary braking system. FDNY specified in the apparatus an electric driveline retarder that interfaces with the computer that controls the anti-lock braking system. Initially, when the apparatus operator let off the accelerator pedal, four electromagnets grabbed hold of the drive shaft at the same time to bring the apparatus to an abrupt stop. Realizing that wasn’t going to work, engineers who worked with FDNY set up the auxiliary braking system so that two electromagnets engage when the operator lets off of the accelerator pedal and the other two electromagnets engage once the operator depresses the top of the brake pedal before actuating the service brakes. There are no on/off switches for the auxiliary brake system; it always is on. The only way that the system shuts off is when the anti-lock brake computer senses wheel lockup, at which point the anti-lock brake computer shuts off the auxiliary braking system in milliseconds. Once the computer senses that the wheels again are spinning freely, the auxiliary braking system is restored in milliseconds.
As the operator, you know that the auxiliary braking system is working based on a series of four amber lights that are on the dash that illuminate when each of the four electromagnetics activate as well as a self-diagnostic check at vehicle startup.
SEAT BELTS
Early in 2003, the first of many safety enhancements in the fire apparatus industry that were to emerge in a relatively short amount of time was unveiled. It used air bags, pyrotechnic buckles and electronic sensing technology. The RollTek system was a joint venture between seat belt manufacturer IMMI and Pierce Manufacturing.
When an imminent rollover of the apparatus is sensed, advanced safety systems activate. This safety system activation includes buckle pretensioners and side air bags. When deployed, the system protects firefighters’ head and neck.
In 2007, IMMI introduced frontal air bags, marketed as 4Front. Although similar to what you might find in an automobile, the system is more complex because of the heavy-duty construction and different variations of fire apparatus cabs. The 4Front system comprises a steering wheel air bag and an officer knee airbag. (A driver knee air bag is optional.) When a sensor determines a frontal crash, the frontal air bags deploy.
When purchasing an apparatus, RollTek, 4Front or both systems can be specified.
In 2009, NFPA 1901 was revised to require the installation in fire apparatus of vehicle data recorders (VDRs), which also are known as the black box. High-end VDRs can capture vehicle speed, braking and auxiliary braking. Some have lateral G-force indicators to alert the driver via a series of lights on the dash of an impending rollover event. The VDR also can record time and date as to when a seat was occupied and whether and when a seat belt was engaged and buckled. Because weight sensors within the seats interface with the seat belt system, the seat belt must be buckled around the firefighter: no circumventing the operation of seat belt sensors by buckling the seat belt behind the firefighter, as is possible with other seat belt systems.
Unfortunately, under the revision to NFPA 1901 that’s underway, the VDR requirement is dropped. A reference to VDR will be contained in the annex as a recommendation. The reason that was given was to reduce the cost of apparatus—and that “nobody used it anyway.” Perhaps nobody used it because there never was an explanation as to all that the VDR could do and that, in most cases, no training was offered or given. This prompts the question: How many expensive components are installed on apparatus today with little or no explanation or training?
To continue its leadership in cab safety, starting in 2010, FDNY conducted research on seat belts and their lack of use in FDNY apparatus. It was determined that firefighters weren’t wearing seat belts—not because they didn’t want to but because the seat belts that were installed in apparatus didn’t work very well or, in some cases, not at all.
In 2010, IMMI and FDNY developed seat belts that account for the mass of bunker gear, to provide more retraction of the seat belt, so the belt won’t get caught in the Nadar pin and fray.
In 2007, the National Institute for Occupational Safety and Health (NIOSH) authorized a series of anthropometric studies.
Anthropometrics is the science that defines physical measures of a person’s size, form and functional capacities. Applied to occupational injury prevention, anthropometric measurements are used to study the interaction of workers with tasks, tools, machines, vehicles and PPE. This is done in particular to determine the degree of protection against dangerous exposures, whether they are chronic or acute.
NIOSH’s series of studies were historical in nature: Firefighters never had occupational anthropometric studies conducted in their workplace. More than 1,000 firefighters from all over the United States were studied. Most of those individuals got full body scans. Some of the findings of the studies were applied to the seat belt project that was undertaken by FDNY and IMMI. For example, when firefighters are dressed in bunker gear, their body mass is increased by 30 percent.
Over an 18-month period, IMMI produced eight different prototype seat belts. Each of the prototypes were tried in a variety of FDNY apparatus. The result: the ReadyReach seat belt, which was named for the ease with which it’s donned and doffed. An extender arm that’s located adjacent to the top of the seat pushes the male end of the seat belt beyond the seat and the firefighter; the increased length of the seat belt stalk helps to accommodate the increased size of a firefighter who is in bunker gear. The seat belt can be donned in four seconds. Seat belt usage in FDNY increased dramatically.
Over the course of 18 months, more than 500 FDNY apparatus underwent retrofitting to have the new seat belt installed.
IMPROVEMENTS TO COME
Over the course of my fire service career, the improvements in firefighter safety, in general, and fire apparatus, in particular, have been dramatic and have prevented firefighter injuries and deaths. What does the future hold for fire apparatus safety?
It would seem that the application of onboard electronics that’s used to warn fire apparatus of the approach of other fire apparatus or other emergency vehicles at intersections is in the offing. Technology already exists to warn civilian vehicles via dashboard display of the approach of fire apparatus and other vehicles, to prevent intersection collisions.
With the continued dedication of fire apparatus manufacturers, with the development of new technology, and with the commitment of fire service leaders in the United States and Canada, safety improvements are evolving continually. This evolution will offer significant improvements to apparatus and firefighter safety for years to come. 
ROLL CAGES IN FIRE APPARATUS
Because of their high center of gravity, water weight in motion, speed and vehicle design, fire apparatus have a high propensity to roll over. Fire apparatus rollovers—and the lack of seat belt usage—have been a consistent source of line-of-duty deaths (LODDs) since LODDs first were recorded in 1977. Commercial fire apparatus cabs never have been built with the inherent roll cages that are built into custom apparatus cabs.
The Bureau of Land Management (BLM), which is an arm of the U.S. Department of the Interior, provides fire protection on federal lands in the wildland urban interface. The BLM recently bid a specification that requires the manufacturer that upfits the commercial chassis to build a roll cage within the cab of the commercial chassis. It certainly is hoped that the roll cage that’s upfitted in the commercial chassis for the BLM becomes the new normal for commercial cabs and will be replicated throughout the fire apparatus manufacturing sector.
PROTECTION AGAINST CANCER
The rate of and the variety of exotic cancers within the firefighting community is growing. Science confirmed that the soot that covers a firefighter’s bunker gear and equipment is laced with carcinogens. As a result, the fire service is adopting a strategy of clean side and dirty (contaminated) side, whether in stations or on board apparatus, to combat the cancer scourge.
Among the latest phrases in the apparatus industry is the Clean Cab concept. The idea is to keep cancer-ladened soot that accumulates on bunker gear and firefighting equipment out of the cab. Although no one actually defined what constitutes a clean cab, some manufacturers created storage areas in compartments that are outside of the cab to store and transport contaminated gear, including SCBA.

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**Junior Firefighter Programs: Working with School Districts

The decline of volunteerism and the loss of the firehouse as a community center are problems that are felt anywhere that the volunteer fire service exists.
Compounding those problems: Volunteer fire company recruiters must compete against myriad other options for people’s time—scarcity of time tending to be the excuse for why people no longer volunteer.
To combat the graying of the volunteer firehouse, efforts focus on recruiting adolescents. This makes sense on a number of levels. To be competitive in the marketplace of the teenage mind—including to compete against sports, camp, work, college prep programs, etc., for adolescents’ time—volunteer fire company recruiters must abandon hopeful, yet often limited, word-of-mouth and open house recruiting efforts. Recruiters must pound the pavement to find teens who are strong candidates who have a clear ability to become good firefighters.
SCHOOL AS PARTNER
Existing efforts to increase volunteerism in the fire service speak, in unison, of a need to connect with high schools. Despite this, few companies engage school educators to develop the level of partnership that best ensures that the right students get involved and demonstrate ownership of their service.
Without question, educators, with guidance counselors on the front line, welcome the opportunity to work with outside agencies. Unfortunately, communication with outside agencies isn’t the norm. Therefore, the volunteer fire company recruiter must promote the fire service as a viable educational and experiential option for students. This decreases the burden that might otherwise be placed on overworked school personnel. They simply can identify students who are best suited to the work and can help students break the “follow the herd” mentality, which tends to lead students to the same extracurriculars each year.
Educators are quick to relate that students ask, “What’s in it for me?” and exhibit a “Will this look good on my résumé?” mentality. This requires fire companies to articulate how the volunteer fire service will affect a student’s ability to stand out to colleges, employers and trade schools. To that end, fire company personnel must first provide appropriate information that provides details about their junior program to educators, so educators can act as gatekeeper and recommend only those students who are most likely to be a good fit.
This information might include:
· Explanation of fire company policies regarding membership qualification; expectations of junior members in terms of attendance, training, behavior and acquisition of certifications; policy regarding school days/nights and weekends; state law restrictions; financial obligations that are placed on junior members; how injuries that are sustained by junior members are handled; and how communication with parents/guardians is provided. Additional information regarding how a fire company handles stress management through utilization of critical incident stress management will prove to be of importance to educators—counselors, in particular—as they navigate the increasingly complex field of adolescent mental health issues.
· Explanation of the existing junior program, to include information on how a company program differs from a local technical school program; what quantifiable skills are expected of junior firefighters within a given year of service; how long that it takes to earn 100 hours of service (the standard for the awarding of one unit of academic credit, if academic credit is an option with a school); what physical demands are placed on junior firefighters in training and on calls; and what limitations might affect a student’s ability to become a junior firefighter.
Fire company recruiters should know that schools are bound by the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act and might not be able to release a student’s educational, attendance and disciplinary records, which might be vital in the decision-making process of accepting a student’s application into a junior firefighter program.
A release form that’s signed by the parents of a minor child, which enables the fire company and the school to communicate freely, helps to ensure that the relationship that’s between the volunteer fire company and the school is transparent.
Also, the volunteer fire company should have a contract between itself and parents regarding expectations of the parents. Questions that might come up include: Are parents required to attend any meetings or trainings that are associated with their child’s participation in the junior firefighter program? Are parents included in email correspondence between the volunteer fire company and junior members? Must parents respond to the station in the event that there’s a call to which the junior member isn’t able to respond? Must parents be “on call” for the duration of the time that their child is in station and/or in service? (These questions are worth asking, because many juniors join volunteer fire companies without a parent already being a member.)
To further educate school officials about the volunteer fire company, additional information is recommended:
· A tour of the firehouse, including a meeting with the chief and/or an advocate regarding the junior firefighter program
· Confirmation that members who are in contact with minor students have clearances
· A copy of the “house rules,” the junior program curriculum and state laws
· Copies of certifications that are awarded to junior members throughout the length of their class for their school file
· A written position description
· A written description of the physical and intellectual demands of volunteers at every level, with an emphasis on the paramount importance of safety in all practices
THE LIAISON
A critical decision for volunteer fire companies, even before there’s contact at the local school, is the identification of the member who is best suited to work with the school and the recruits. Although it might be appropriate to have the training officer in the loop, the company liaison doesn’t have to be an officer—or even a member who is active on the operations side. Ideally, someone has availability during school hours to communicate with school officials in real time.
The liaison should be someone who can articulate the junior firefighter training program in which students would be engaged as well as the “business” of the fire-company-as-community-institution. Educator understanding of the role of volunteer fire companies usually is limited to alarm responses, fire drills and the activities that are conducted during Fire Prevention Week.
That said, by and large, the liaison should anticipate innocent ignorance about or, perhaps, benign indifference to the volunteer service. Thus, there will be a need to educate the educators beyond the “elevator pitch.” However, you can feel free to anticipate a receptive audience. Reflecting back on that reality of schools seeking to identify appropriate outside agencies for recommendation to students, the appointed volunteer fire company liaison is, in effect, doing the schools’ work for them.
THE RECRUIT POOL
High school pecking orders haven’t changed much since current fire service leadership was coming up. So, yes, it’s important to pursue the right candidate for the firehouse: a teen who is teachable, who has an appropriate level of physical fitness, who demonstrates a sound work ethic and who shows potential for handling the challenges that the service will present.
It also is important for the fire company to position itself for more recruits from the same school. This isn’t to say that it’s to be a popularity contest, but the teen who is described as “solid” or “consistent” or, even, “a go-getter” might be just the prototype for the junior firefighter who the company needs: The right kid in a station T-shirt might be the easiest form of recruiting that the company might ever do.
Add a few more recruits and a shared lunch hour and, suddenly, there will be a table that’s filled with young teens in station shirts from one or more companies. They might or might not come from the same social circle, but once they are a member of a firehouse, they are more likely to form a new social circle. That, in any high school, with the right mix of kids, is a recipe for a sound pipeline of recruits from freshmen to senior students.
Senior firefighters might reflect back on their own teen years and laugh about being the “odd ball,” the “rabble-rouser” or the “troublemaker.” Indeed, a recent conversation with a guidance counselor who was complimentary about the growth that was demonstrated by a particular junior firefighter revealed that the counselor believed that the academically weaker students were most likely to be drawn to the fire service.
Having that student share depth of knowledge in terms of how courses, such as chemistry, history and health, tied directly to what was taught on training nights at the station altered the counselor’s view and encouraged her to reevaluate her simplistic, inaccurate and, even, demeaning characterization of students who are drawn to the fire service. Sharing with the counselor policies about maintaining passing grades, regular attendance and avoiding disciplinary actions further solidified her understanding of the potential for a strong relationship between her office and the firehouse. What did it take? Open communication.
The liaison must be clear on what values that the company holds above others: for example, strong moral character, integrity, intellectual curiosity, task follow-through and respect for authority. In this way, a liaison can rest assured that school officials will start mentally thumbing through their Rolodex of students who are under their charge for the “right” one(s).
THE WAFER-THIN MINT
We don’t do a stellar job of “selling” the fire service. As that tradition of child-following-parent’s-footsteps has all but come to a halt, companies that are committed to continuing the tradition of volunteerism must be meaningfully proactive in creating a new tradition of recruitment.
Fans of the Monty Python comedy troupe might remember the sketch in “The Meaning of Life” in which a restaurant diner, Mr. Creosote, is offered a “wafer-thin” after-dinner mint, eats it (despite his assertion that he is “absolutely stuffed”) and promptly explodes. That tipping point exists in the volunteer service, as the existing membership has diminished significantly, while the tasks seem to have increased exponentially. Do volunteer fire companies ask members to take on just one more “wafer-thin” task? Risk those members reaching maximum density, as Mr. Creosote did? Maybe so. Nevertheless, it certainly is worth a shot.
It’s a lot of work in the beginning to sell the volunteer service as a viable opportunity for busy high school students, but once that first school year is over, the program, on the school end, should, essentially, run itself.

Pa. City Revamps Junior Firefighter Program

The program that trains teens between the ages of 14 and 17 is accepting new members after a few years of dormancy
JEANNETTE, Pa. — Isaiah Derry remembers his first fire.
The adrenaline started pumping when the Jeannette boy heard the call over his pager. He got to go inside a North Second Street home after flames were extinguished and then help his fellow firefighters clean up.
Derry, 14, is one of three teenagers recently hired under the city fire department’s revamped junior firefighter program. “It’s good experience, and just to see Jeannette grow with juniors is very good,” he said.
The department’s junior program has a storied history — it started in the 1970s and has produced numerous firefighters who continue to volunteer at departments in the area and others who make a living fighting fires. Jeannette fire Chief Bill Frye is one of them.
He and a group of friends hung around the fire station as young kids and later joined the junior program, learning the ropes of fighting fires and helping motorists involved in crashes. After a few years of dormancy, the department’s program is accepting new members who will be paid $100 annually. [EDITOR’S NOTE: NY NOW HAS AN ESTABLISHED STIPEND PROGRAM THAT PAYS MEMBERS WHO TAKE SPECIFIC TRAINING.]
“We have several members still in the fire department today who came through the junior firefighter program,” Frye said. “Basically, we get a four-year head start.”
Samantha Pilkington, 16, has that head start under her belt — she’s been going on fire calls with her father, Gary, for years. Now, as a junior firefighter, she is working alongside him instead of sitting in the car watching. Pilkington is more interested in working with an ambulance.
“I just like first responding,” she said.
Jeannette’s junior program accepts 14- to 17-year-olds who live in the city. Junior firefighters
operate under strict regulations that forbid them from entering a burning building or assisting at a crash scene on a state road, among other restrictions. They also must abide by time limits based on age for when they can respond and for how long.
Once a junior firefighter turns 18 or graduates from high school, they can become a senior firefighter. Also hired recently as a junior was Marcus Wise, 16.
“It teaches them responsibility, compassion for the other residents of the city,” Frye said. “Also, it can prepare them for a career.”
Such programs have been valuable for other area departments.
“If you can get them hooked early and they stay around the area, they’re a great asset,” said Adamsburg fire Chief Don Thoma.
The volunteer department has two junior firefighters, two more who are transitioning into seniors and several other members who came through the pipeline.
“They tend to stay with it if you get them early,” he said.
